	e.g. Once a man fell in a well, Elevator song,
Jingle Bells. Old MacDonald.

	Improvise four beat melodic fragments using at least three pitches rhythms

	Play expressively... varying the sound by means of volume and articulation changes.

	e.g. ‘Little Ted is a Dreamy Bear’ (Little Ted Songs, S Halsey,) Old Joe Clarke (NMS Singing School Book 1. Changing low C to E if necessary) from traditional notation.

	In a small group play accurately either part of a two-part ensemble arrangement with an understanding of how their part fits with the whole piece. 
	In a small group develop a performance of a simple round or pentatonic tune: In Newcastle (NMS Singing School Book 1).Bonjour Tout Le Monde

	Have experienced performing... with an appropriate sense of occasion... on at least two occasions to a school audience. The second performance to include some small group and/or individual performance. 
	Take part in a Christmas assembly and select, prepare and play several pieces (from any notation or ‘by ear’) as part of an end-of-year school concert.
